1. Place used sharps in a strong,
plastic container, like a laundry
detergent or bleach bottle;

What are
sharps?
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‘Sharps" are devices with points

or edges that can puncture or cut
skin. Sharps may be used at home,
at work, and while traveling to
manage your medical conditions.

Types of sharps include:

Needles

Syringes

Lancets

Auto injectors

Infusion sets

Connection needles/sets

Sharps should never be thrown
loosely into the trash or toilet.
Sharps should never be recycled.
Sharps that retract after use,

or are very small, should be
disposed of like all other sharps.
